All dogs must be licensed annually.  Per the Town of Dunstable Dog Control Bylaw, a $10.00 
late fee will be in effect for renewal licenses purchased after March 31, with an additional 
$50.00 fine assessed after May 1. Failure to vaccinate against rabies by a licensed veterinarian 
shall result in a One Hundred dollar ($100.00) fine pursuant to Massachusetts General Laws 
140:145B.
