ANRAD Hearing – 41 Lowell Street – Cornerstone Properties (Dumont)

Alan opened the hearing for the Cornerstone Properties Abbreviated Notice of Resource Area Delineation (ANRAD).  Representing Cornerstone Properties was Matt Waterman from LandTech Consultants and Leo Dumont, Jr. (Cornerstone Properties).  One resident was also in attendance.  Mr. Waterman told the Commission that there are five (5) parcels that make up the approximately 100 acres involved in the filing.  The wetlands were delineated by Steve Eriksen.  On the property, there is a pond, brook (Mr. Eriksen determined it was not a river) a BVW, flood 
plain and Natural Heritage habitat.  An ANRAD prepared in the year 2000 had previously been approved by the Conservation Commission.  Alan asked if there was any reason why there would be any changes between the old plan and the new one.  Mr. Waterman said, “Probably not, however, wetlands can change slightly.”  Bill asked, “Who defined the endangered species area.”  Matt said, “We used an overlay from MassGIS.”  After the discussion, the Commission decided they needed to conduct a site visit.  This was scheduled for Thursday, July 7th at 5:00pm.  Mr. Waterman then requested that the hearing be continued until Monday, July 25th at 7:40pm to give the Commission time to compare the filings.  The Commission granted the request.
